Please be aware that for if you
wish to make your payment by either Visa or MasterCard a 1.5% credit card
fee will be applicable. If you would prefer to make your payment by American
Express a 2.5% credit card fee will be applicable.

Alternatively, you can choose to pay by direct credit into our bank account.
We will absorb the cost of the deposit into our bank account; however any
applicable fees charged by your bank will be your responsibility.

Cancellations Charges — If you have to cancel all, or part of your holiday for

any reason, the following cancellation fees are applicable. For cancellation
more than 30 days prior to your arrival in New Zealand: 25% (deposit amount);
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8-30 days prior to your arrival: 40%; 7 days or less: 100%.
Important note - Experience New Zealand Travel recommends that you obtain
personal travel insurance to cover any cancellation of part or all of your holiday.

Amendment Fee - An amendment fee of NZ$20 per amendment will apply
when a confirmed booking is changed.

Damage Deposit - Where a deposit against damage or breakage is required,
this is payable to the owner/operator or their agent on arrival at the particular
property. A receipt should be given to you by the owner/operator or their
agent.
